Creating and Configuring a Virtual Web on IIS – Lab  2/8/06
In most cases, the content you publish to your Web or FTP site is located in a root or home directory on your computer, such as C:\Inetpub\Wwwroot\. But there may be instances when the content is located somewhere else, or even on a remote computer.

To publish from any directory not contained within your home or root directory, you can create a virtual directory. A virtual directory is a directory that is not contained in the home directory but appears to client browsers as though it were.
1. Create a folder on c:\   called  -    my-v-web

2. Open the Internet Service Manager – Start > Settings . Control Panel > Administration Tools > Click the Internet Service Manager

3. Expand your computer name

4. Expand your Default Web Site

5. Right click on your Default Web Site

6. Click properties

7. High-light New

8. Click on Virtual Directory (VD)

9. Click Next

10. Alias your VD  -   my-v-web

11. Next, Browse to c:\my-v-web, high-light it, OK, Next
12. Set access permissions to Read, Run scripts, Browse, Next
13. Click Finish, my-v-web should appear under your Default Web Site

14. Right Click on my-v-web, Click to open the Properties
15. Check your Virtual Directories properties
16. Click the Documents tab
17, add     index.html    to the default documents list, moved to the top of the list, 

     click   Apply

18. Click the Directory Security Tab and review, make sure Anonymous access is checked

19. Review the HTTP Headers

20. Click the Custom Errors tab

21. High-light the 404 HTTP Error,  Click    Edit Properties, Note File path 
22. Click Browse and go to the 404 file, right-click on the 404b.htm (Yours may have a               m    different name) and from the menu choose  Open With , open with Note Pad
23. In the 404b,htm, find the text HTTP 404 – File not found<br>

24 After found and before <br> add the following:

       <a href=”http://YOUR IP\my-v-web\”>Click Here </a>
To locate your IP    Click Start > Run > enter  cmd at the curser,  enter    ipconfig   in the window.   Write your IP down
25.Save the file 

26. Close all windows to get back to   Internet Information Services
27. Right click on Default Web Site

28. Click Stop

29. Right click on Default Web Site

30. Click Start

31. Minimize Internet Information Services

32. Open Notepad   Start > Programs > Accessories and click Notepad

33. Type the following HTML Code:
<html><body>

This is my default Web Page.

</body> </html>

34. Click File  > Save As, set Save as type to All Files (if you choose *.txt Notepad will adds txt to the end of the file name), enter the File name   index.html save the file to your 
my-v-web folder (dir).

35. Open up IE browser, enter the Address (URL):

     http://YOUR IP/my-v- web/
You should see the index.html page you created with the text  – This is my default Web page.

36. If that worked then  enter the Address (URL):

         http://YOUR IP/my-v- web/aaaa.htm

You should see -  This page cannot be found (the 404 error page)

Find the   Click Here   link.

When you click it should take you to index.html page you created with the text  – 

This is my default Web

37. Bring me your IP and I will test your web server/page
