There will be no opportunity to earn extra credit points.

A grade of "I" (incomplete) will be awarded only if a very small portion of the work remains undone and if the student is passing with a C or better, and at the instructor's discretion. Incompletes are very rare and are an opportunity to make up missed work, not a new start. A grade of Y may be given if a student requests in writing prior to the last day of class, providing the student has been attending the class and participating, and at the instructor's discretion.

Note: The Pima Community College Board adopted the following changes in grading policy:

· An incomplete grade (I) becomes an F if work is not completed in one year.

· Instructors can no longer simply award students a Y. It is now considered a special withdrawal to be used for extenuating circumstances only. Instructors should meet with the students and are required to submit documentation outlining the special circumstances warranting the Y grade.

· A grade of C or better in core and general education courses is required for courses fulfilling graduation requirements. In other words, D grades do not fulfill graduation requirements if they are received in core and general education courses.

Attendance:
Regular attendance is essential in any technology course. Roll will be taken each class period. Any student who misses 3 or more classes may be dropped from the class. You are expected to participate in discussions as well as to ask and to answer questions in class. The quantity and quality of your participation will greatly enhance what you learn. Attending class regularly will contribute to your successful completion of this course. Please make arrangements ahead of time if class needs to be missed. Please make sure that you are there during the scheduled class time. 

Homework:
Homework will be assigned on a regular basis, and collected. The purpose of homework is to reinforce what you learned in class and to prepare you for the quizzes, midterm and final. If you find yourself having difficulty, please see the instructor for help and/or advice. Homework will be collected at the beginning of class on the day that it is due no later than 15 minutes from the start of class. Late homework will not be accepted under any circumstance and will be assigned a grade of zero. The success of this class will be greatly based on your ability to perform some of the activities on your own (labs, etc.).

Test/Quizzes:
Quizzes will be given on a regular basis. They will cover the Power Point Presentations, Classroom labs, Hand-outs and the material given in the lectures. The purpose of the quizzes is to assure your understanding of the material covered and to evaluate whether sections may have to be revisited. If you do not do well on a given quiz, this means that you have not mastered the material and must put more effort into learning it.

The Midterm and Final will be given in class. If you miss a quiz you must make arrangements with me on your first day back to school to make up the quiz. The missed quiz must be made up within one week of the day when it was given otherwise it will be assigned a grade of zero. If you do not take the Midterm or the Final or both you will receive a failing grade (F) in the class. 

Labs:
Most Labs will be done in class.

Course Description:  Introduction to the Internet, web servers, and its related services. Includes development of the Internet, connecting to the Internet, File Transfer Protocol (FTP) and Telnet, electronic mail-the basic Internet tool, hypertext and the World Wide Web, creating web documents in HTML, and web servers.



Course  Objectives: 
Upon completion of the course, the student will be able to do the following: 

1. Explain ways that computer network connectivity can be achieved. 

2. Install and config a web server. 

3. Identify regulations, policies, or personnel to determine whether a given set of materials (information or other) is appropriate for use on the Internet. 

4. Explain how the WWW allows a client to access a given Web site. 

5. Install and config a FTP server. 
6. Create and test a small web site. 

7. List desirable attributes of an electronic mail system and show how these attributes are attained or affected by software and software components of the total system. 

8. Explain the nature of such features on the Internet as Telnet and FTP. Demonstrate the use of each. 

9. Access a search engine and search for a given topic. 
10. Understand web server security 

11. Describe the evolution of the Internet and it's future trends.
