2010 Minority Enterprise Development Scholarship Program Instructions

The Minority and Small Business Alliance of Southern Arizona is sponsoring this scholarship program as part of Minority Enterprise Development (MED) Week.  The program is intended to assist and encourage outstanding minority students to complete their college education.  This scholarship is directed specifically towards students at Pima Community College (PCC) and The University of Arizona (UA).  A total of four (4) $1000 scholarships (divided between 2 semesters) are to be awarded to the specified minority groups: Asian Americans, African American, Native Americans and Hispanic Americans.  The MED Scholarship Committee will select scholarship recipients based on the following criteria and considerations.  
Mandatory Criteria:

1. Must be of sophomore standing or higher, including post graduate, during the fall of 2010 in order to be eligible for this scholarship.  

2. Must be currently registered as a full-time student at the University of Arizona or Pima Community College.

3. Must be a resident of the State of Arizona and permanent United States Citizen.

4. Grade Point Average must be 2.5 or higher.

5. Signed and completed application form - Incomplete applications will NOT be considered.
Selection Considerations: The following considerations will be taken into account during the selection process:
· Academic performance

· Extracurricular activities

· Community involvement

· Work experience
· Prior recipients of the MED week scholarship are not eligible for consideration.

· Immediate family members of the MED Week advisory board are not eligible for consideration.
